We need energy which our food is rich in. Besides, in some places of the world like deserts or northern regions it’s hard to get enough to eat. So people there eat what they can get.  McDonald’s products contain necessary components which are hard of access for all of them, our products are well-balanced by professional dietologists. 
Is it better to look like today’s fashion models? They keep to a great number of popular diets ruining bodies even in a worse way than fast food. These diets make young, nice and slim girls look like bony skeletons. Losing too much weight is as dangerous as getting too much of it. So it depends on people’s choice and we give it.

Speaker2 We represent the World Health organization. You’ve heard that people are getting fatter and obese due to the food stuff offered by the fast food companies like McDonald’s. The food in McDonald’s isn’t always healthy: chips, pizzas and hamburgers are fattening, coca cola spoils teeth because it contains a lot of sugar, fast food can lead to heart illnesses, diabetes and strokes.

McDonald’s is a powerful structure which has a lot of opportunities to advertise them properly using the most popular TV channels or street adverts. The information they give isn’t always adequate which can be even dangerous. But better and healthier food companies remain unknown. 

Some food additives, fat and sugar can make people violent and anti-social. So McDonald’s makes a bad effect not only on bodies but on spirits as well. 
Our investigations show that a growing number of people have dangerous food allergies and suffer from unpleasant reactions on food like chips, cola or hamburgers. It could be explained by the use of genetically modified products which are widely used by McDonald’s because they need a lot of food products for their huge business (though they try to deny it). Speaker 2-Team2   Let’s imagine what today’s teenagers will look like when they grow up: lazy, fat old men and women with their eyes glued to TV screens or PCs, staring at their glaring pictures and chewing, chewing and chewing. Chewing everywhere: at home, schools, in cars, cinema houses, in the streets and parks. The services they are so proud of make people even lazier than they can be: one can get a hamburger without leaving a car or just by a phone call. 

Imagine an average American: he is fat, Europeans are fattening, now it’s a turn for Russians. The best samples of national cuisines are substituted by American fast food. We think they use some additives to make people want more and more of McDonald’s food.  McDonald’s customers leave heaps of rubbish after meals and show bad manners to the others. Who can believe in the existence of diet cola or low-calorie hot dogs? But they are and products like that are on sale. Isn’t it cheating aimed at low-literate or just easily convincible people? Yes, we can agree that visiting McDonald’s ones a week will do no harm, but for many people McDonald’s food is the only one which they eat and it’s dangerous. Fast food culture and McDonald’s are destroying our present and future.
