 Today we are going to discuss the problem of the fast food culture (which is associated with McDonald’s?).

4. Now I give the word to team number one. Remember, you have 5 minutes. Introduce your team and the principle issues of your report.

(the second speaker reveals the issues providing necessary details and examples). So, team number one, start, please. And remember, you have only 3 minutes.
